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The following questions can help you analyse your audience prior to your presentation:

1. What is your audience for this speech?

2. What is the specific purpose of your speech? 

3. In choosing your specific purpose, how will you narrow the topic so it will be appropriate to this audience? 

4. Demographic audience analysis:  What special adaptation is necessary in the speech because of the audience’s:

a. Age

b. Gender 

c. Sexual orientation (male, female, mixed group)

d. Religion (if it is relevant or plan to make a point or joke with religion involved)

e. Racial, ethnic, and cultural background (same as above)

f. Group membership

g. Other (specify)

5. Situational audience analysis: What special adaptation is necessary in the speech because of the audience’s:

a. Size

b. Response to the physical setting

c. Knowledge about the topic

d. Interest in the topic

e. Attitude toward the topic (sensitive issues – politics, religion, ethical issues, etc) 

f. Disposition toward the speaker (opinion of the audience towards the person presenting)

g. Disposition toward the occasion (opinion of the audience towards the subject of the presentation)
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
